Revd. Peter Hesketh:  At Worcester Crown Court on Wednesday, a jury convicted the Revd Peter Hesketh of a criminal act, for which a prison sentence was imposed.  The Archdiocese has issued a statement.  Please keep Peter, Marie and their family in your prayers.  They are very grateful for all the kind messages and support that they have received.  Next Thursday evening, during Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, I invite all parishioners to entrust these matters to Our Lord.
Fair Linen:  This weekend we shall be using one of two beautiful Altar Cloths, made by Janina Kowalik, and given by Eamon Dalton in memory of his wife NANCY (Anne) and his son THOMAS, who died last year. 

Music in the Mass:  When the revised Missal was introduced, several of the texts were accompanied by musical notation, clearly intended that they should be sung.  Some have been introduced to our Saturday evening Mass, and at Sacred Heart, Tenbury.  At our other Masses, most have been sung for some time.  Several members of the various congregations appear to be reluctant to join in with the singing (even resistant in some cases).  Our praise of God is lessened if we don’t all add our voices to the hymns and various chants. Perhaps during Lent we could all make an effort to contribute to the Mass as the Church intends we should.  In all our Churches during Lent we shall sing the basic chants as included in the Missal and reproduced with this newsletter. They are relatively simple and should be within the grasp of everyone.  If we are all familiar with these texts it will help on those occasions when we do not have an accompanying organ.  On THURSDAY MARCH 7th, at St Ambrose’s at 7.30 pm, there will be a Mass with all the recommended chants so that those who wish may have the opportunity to experience what the Church regards as the norm for Parish worship. On that evening, Adoration will follow the Mass. 
St Ambrose’s School:  Following the Y6 visit to see the relics of St Don Bosco at St Chad’s, the children decided that they would like to raise funds for the Shelter Don Bosco charity which supports street children in India.  They baked cakes and held a sale for the rest of the School raising £100, which was presented to Mr Michael Lloyd, the Shelter Don Bosco administrator in the UK.  Mr Lloyd came to receive their cheque and spoke to the whole school about his experiences on visiting the Shelter in Mumbai. 

Hagley School:  There have been two further validations of the excellent work at Hagley School during these past days.  The Minister of State for Schools has congratulated the School on the GCSE results in 2012, placing Hagley amongst 100 top performing schools.  Secondly, an HMI conducted a survey of Science education and concluded that the overall effectiveness of Science education provided at Hagley is outstanding.  On behalf of the Parish, I have congratulated Mr Hammond on Hagley’s further achievement.
