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Our Lady’s, Habberley: Fr Peter Jones, a representative of the Committee for Art and Architecture in the Archdiocese of 
Birmingham, visited Our Lady’s on Thursday with a view to assessing the redeployment of various artefacts that may be possible 
after the closure of Our Lady’s. It is hoped that approval will be given for the organ to be brought to St Ambrose’s, along with the 
second tabernacle (from Our Lady’s Side Chapel). It may be that the Baptismal Font will go to Tenbury. One of the consequences of 
the impending closure of Our Lady’s is that there will be one less Mass in this Parish at the weekend. The Diocese have asked us to 
provide a spread of Masses in the Wyre Forest, and I have consulted with our neighbouring parishes, neither of which believe they 
have scope for change. Accordingly there will be a meeting in the Adams Lounge on Wednesday at 7.30 pm for us to consider 
current proposals, and to plan a schedule for the necessary changes to take place.  This is a matter of importance for all our 
parishioners and I am anxious that we should have the widest possible consultation.
