Baptisms:  According to the ancient tradition of the Church, Baptisms are not ordinarily carried out during 
Lent.  Today we have the last Baptism in this Parish before Easter, when the Revd Adam Nicholls will baptise 
Kody, Jasmine and Imogen Grant, and Leighton Patton-O’Driscoll.  Please pray for them and their families. 
Rest in Peace:  Next Thursday there will be a Funeral Service for Patricia O’Brien who died recently.  She 
lived in Batham Road.  She will be buried in Kidderminster Cemetery. 
Palm Crosses, Ash Wednesday and Lent:  Next Wednesday is Ash Wednesday, the first day of Lent and a 
day of fasting and abstinence.  Palm Crosses that are received by lunchtime on Tuesday will be burned to 
provide the ashes that will be received on Wednesday.  Please note the times of Masses.  During Lent we are 
asked to draw closer to Our Lord and to apply ourselves to work of mercy, repentance and devotion.  Each 
week, Churches together in Kidderminster will be sponsoring a series of talks, under the theme of ‘The Easter 
God who Changes Lives’.  The first talk is at St Ambrose’s on 12 March at 7.30 pm when the speaker will be 
the Revd John Howard, Chairman of the Wolverhampton and Shrewsbury District of the Methodist Church.  
We have our own Lent Retreat week (1-5 April), and Stations of the Cross in our Kidderminster Churches on 
Sunday evenings at 6.30 pm during Lent, and on Fridays at 4.00 pm in Tenbury.  On the Sunday evenings of 
Lent (after Stations of the Cross) the Parish Priest invites parishioners to join him in the Rectory to listen to 
various settings of the beautiful Lent hymn, the Stabat Mater.
