birthday.  She has written to express her thanks for all the good wishes, and assures us of her prayers.
Changes in Times of Masses : Copies of the Archbishop’s letter are available in all our Churches, confirming that
the Mass times in our Parish will be varied, to take effect from Sunday, April 15th, the Sunday after Easter.  It is
understood that not everyone will be pleased but I hope that everyone will work together to ensure a smooth
transition.  I hope to meet soon with Barry McFarland so that we can ensure that the present level of Home
Communions can be maintained.  We shall also be meeting with Altar Servers and Musicians.  These changes
have been made after much consideration, and we hope that there will be no other disruption to the life of the
Communities centred on each of our three Churches.  Thanks to everyone who contributed to the period of
consultation.
Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion : In line with the policy of the Archdiocese, we are to review the
appointment of Extraordinary Minsters of Holy Communion every three years, and it is being undertaken in our
Parish during Lent this year.  Letters are available to all current Ministers, asking them to confirm their intentions for
the forthcoming three years (until Lent 2010).  During Lent, there will be a General Meeting of all to be
Commissioned; instruction will be given to any replacement Ministers who may be appointed, and a re-
Commissioning will take place early in Holy Week.
