Dowry of Mary Pilgrimage, Walsingham: Sunday, 9th September 2007 led by Rt. Rev. Michael Evans, Bishop 
of East Anglia, who would like to make this year’s pilgrimage “an international and multicultural one.” 
Macmillan Coffee Morning: This year’s coffee morning will be held on 28th September in the Borromeo Hall 
from 9 am.

Learning about the Catholic Faith: There is a serious obligation on all of us to be aware of what the Church 
teaches, to be able to give an account of it, and to be able to defend it. In the autumn we shall, as usual, have a 
series of meetings. A group of parents of children in our School expressed an interest in learning about the 
Catholic Faith, and perhaps in joining the Catholic Church. Some are unable to attend evening meetings and it has 
been suggested that we try to organise a series of meetings during the school term perhaps from 9.10am-10.00am 
or 2.15pm-3.05pm, to coincide with bringing children to school, or collecting them. I would be interested in 
hearing the views of parishioners about this proposal. The weekly meetings in the evenings will continue. I am 
particularly grateful to Kay Kelly, Cathy Kneuss and Tim Heywood who are already mentoring three folk who 
have already expressed an interest in joining us in Full Communion. 
Will you wish to have a Catholic Funeral?: There have been a number of good and faithful Catholics who have 
not had the privilege of a Catholic Funeral, especially if the children or family members do not practice their faith, 
simply because their wishes were not made better known. Please ensure that your family members are aware, and 
include in your Will if necessary, that you wish to have a full Catholic Funeral Mass, if that is your desire. 
Parish Renewal – Year of Celebration: A large group of parishioners met at Our Lady’s on Wednesday evening 
and decided that our Year will begin with a Festival of Music on St Ambrose’s Day, December 7th. The School 
will be invited to perform a Pageant on the life of St Ambrose in November 2008. A flower Festival in September 
will culminate in a Recital by the Kidderminster Valentines on September 14th. The Catholic Men’s Society, in 
addition to undertaking the publicity for our YEAR, will also promote a Parish Pilgrimage in the Spring of 2008. 
Two lectures will be given during the year – one on the significance and history of our Church building (Spring 
2008) and one on the Life and Spirituality of St Ambrose (Autumn 2008). Miriam Cunliffe has agreed to collate 
material for a Book of Reminiscences, and we hope to have a display of archival material. An Exterior Banner will 
proclaim the Year of Celebration and a Parish Processional Banner will be commissioned. The Anniversary Dinner 
will be on October 10th/11th, and the Archbishop will celebrate the Solemnity of St Ambrose on December 7th, 
2008. This is a wonderfully imaginative programme and I hope all will be prepared to support it.
