On Wednesday, at Our Lady’s in Habberley, during Mass we shall venerate Mary, Mother of 
God and Mother of the Church; on Thursday at St Ambrose’s we have a Eucharistic Vigil; and the culmination of our celebration will 
be in Tenbury on Friday, the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart.  We shall be guided by Fr Martin Graham, of St Malachy’s, Belfast, and 
they will be grace filled occasions for all of us.  All the ceremonies commence at 7:30 pm, and there will be hospitality after each of 
them.  The Eucharistic Vigil ends at 10:00 pm on Thursday.  Please make these celebrations as widely known as possible; 
encourage fellow parishioners to attend, and offer lifts to enable as many to take part as we can.
