RECONCILIATION & RENEWAL: This is a very important part of the Renewal of our Parish, so that we can all begin the new Year of Grace on the First 
Sunday of Advent, having sought healing of hurts from times past and resolved to seek reconciliation wherever relationships have broken down – at home 
or in the Parish Community, or other places in our lives. There will be Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament each day during the coming week as follows:
