CENTENARY OF WORLD WAR I COMMEMORATION :  There will be a Churches Together in Kidderminster Service 
for Peace at St Mary’s, Kidderminster at 6.30 pm on Sunday, 3 August, to which all churches of the town are warmly 
invited.  We would like to make this a truly ecumenical service and so are asking for offers from as many churches as 
possible for people to do readings, prayers or provide help with the service in any other way.  Please let me know of 
anyone interested on alexvaccaro@fsmail.net or via (01562) 515894.  During the Service white balloons will be 
released, bearing messages of peace from individuals, churches, schools, care homes and other organisations.  (All 
materials are bio-degradable and release details checked with authorities).

Candles are also 
available for those who would like to participate in the Monday evening service but are unable to attend.  On Monday, 4 
August we invite people (from church and community) to gather at Holy Innocents at the bottom of Sutton Park Road, or 
at the Park Lane entrance to Brinton Park at 10.15 pm.  We will then walk to the bandstand, to gather between 10.30 
and 10.40 pm.  Some may wish to gather at and walk from their own churches.  A short act of worship and 
remembrance will follow, and candles will be distributed and lit.  At 11.00 pm (the time when War was declared) the 
candles will be extinguished as a remembrance of ‘the lights going out all over Europe’ and those present will depart.
